Two years ago, the Department for Education published guidance for the HE sector as to how best statutory 
requirements for inclusive practices in HE could be attained (DfE, 2017). The document made explicit mention of the 
potential that Universal Design for Learning (UDL) had to impact positively on student experiences and learning 
outcomes. Accordingly, educators adopting this conceptual framework are urged to pay close attention to students’ 
learning requirements through anticipatory curriculum and assessment design processes. 
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
