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whilst allowing for local context in relation to how the principles are 
implemented.  

 
Practitioners will develop and evidence the underpinning competencies 
applicable to their specialty or subject area, i.e. the knowledge, skills and 
behaviours relevant to their setting and job role. The core capabilities across 
the four pillars -  clinical practice, leadership and management, education and 
research are then applied to these specialist competencies. These may be 
developed and demonstrated in varying ways specific to the profession, role, 
population group, setting and sector.  
 
At the beginning of the module students will undertake an individual learning 
needs analysis, based on the requirements of their trainee ACP role, setting and 
scope of practice. This analysis will be undertaken in association with their 
clinical supervisor, manager and Personal Academic tutor to create an 
individualised learning contract.
